The others who
soldiered on with him in the epic war of independence - Jawaharla Nehru
and Sardar Patel included - will be remembered for what they did in
India and for India; they were essentially Indian personalities. So, for
that matter, was Jinnah whose life's work boiled down to the creation
of a state on what rapidly proved to be a dubious premise.



Gandhi soared above them all because he dealt essentially with ideas
and theories relevant to all mankind. Like Buddhism, Gandhism lost
ground in the land out of which it evolved. But, like Buddhism, it has
been embraced by distant peoples who see in its tenets the promise of
ameaningful life. It was as though Gandhi’s involvement with Indiawas
merely incidental to his larger involvement with what he persistently
called Truth. Rgja Rao put it pithily when he wrote: “For Gandhi India
was only the symbol of a universal principle. All countries were, for
Gandhi, India” When we look at him in this perspective, we realise that
it was his universality, the transcendent quality of his life and thought,
that made Gandhi Gandhi.

He will be greater than not just Stalin and Hitler - two characters who
are rather too one-dimensional to be contrasted with the vastness that
was Gandhi. Gandhi personifies the greatness of the time-honoured propo-
sition that Loveis superior to Hatred, that Good is better than Evil. Great
personages of history who based their “greatness’ on Hatred and Evil,
on conguests and oppression, have al gone under.

Today only Britain and Spain
survive, and that as second-class entities confined to Europe. Alexander,
the first king in history to be caled “The Great,” died a lonely death
as adisllusioned and defeated man at the incredible age of 33. Nothing
of his greatness remains today even in his native Macedonia which is
now but an appendage to the horrible tragedy of Yugodavia

Greatness built on murder and acquisition passes. Greatness rising out of
compassion and service abides. The Buddha abides. Christ abides. The
great unknown thinkers of the Upanishads abide. Gandhi carried that
tradition through to our times. He might have been let down by the
“Gandhians” who, armed with political power, have turned Indiainto a
mess. That too is paralel to the way quarrelling Buddhists, exploitative
Christians and lately intolerant Hindus have been letting down their
preceptors. But their smallness does not detract from the true greatness of
the sages who opened the path of enlightenment for them and for the
world. They abide because they gave without taking. They were not men
of arms. They were men of ideas. Parithranaya sadhunam, they appear
from age to age. They appear to teach usthat the world can be conquered,
not with force, but with idess. It was the lesson of this Millennium too -
taught by the Man of the Millennium.

It wastheir small day-to-day decisions, their everyday choices
and actions, that cumulatively added up to make tremendous differencein
the long run. Indeed, in matters of persona growth and character building,
there is no such thing as an overnight success.

2. Growth always occurs through a sequentia series of stages. Thereisan
organic process to growth and transformation that cannot be circumvented.
When we look at children growing up, we can see this process at work:
the child first learns to crawl, then to stand and walk, and finally to run.
The sameistrue in the natural world. We cannot sow today and expect
to reap tomorrow. The soil must first be tilled, and then the seed must be
planted. Next, it must be nurtured and nourished with enough water and
sunlight, and only then will it grow, bear fruit and finally ripen and be

ready to eat.
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Gandhi intuitively understood this organic process and used this natural
law to his benefit. Gandhi grew in small ways, in his day-to-day affairs.
He did not wake up one day and find himself to be the “Mahatma’ (grest
soul). In fact, there was nothing much in his early life that showed signs
of greatness. But from his mid-twenties onwards, he consciously,
deliberately and consstently attempted to change himsdalf, reform himself
and grow in some small way everyday. Day by day, hour by hour, he
risked failure, explored, experimented and learned from mistakes. In
seemingly small and large situations alike, he took up rather than avoided
responsibility. Understanding that “ajourney of athousand miles begins
with the first step”, he seized each day and made it count.

People have dways marvelled at the seemingly effortless way in which
Gandhi could accomplish the most complex tasks. He exhibited alevel of
self-mastery and discipline that was astounding. It would, however, be
wrong to claim that these things came easily to him. Many people saw him
exhibiting his self-mastery, but did not see the years of practice and
disciplined training that went into making his successes possible. Very few
saw, up close and personaly, histrials and tribulations, fears, doubts and
anxieties, or hisinner effortsto overcome them. They saw the victory, but
not the struggle.

Thisisacommon factor inthelives of dl greet people : by exerciang their
freedoms and choicesin small ways, their ability to influence and impact
their lives and their environment grows. Each of their small and seemingly
inggnificant decisons and actions, taken everyday, adds up cumulatively to
have a profound impact in the long run. By understanding this principle, we
can move forward, with confidence, in the direction of our dreams. Often
when our “idea god” loomstoo far from us, we become easly discouraged,
disheartened and pessimistic. However, when we choose to grow in small
ways, and when we break down any great task into smal steps, performing
it becomes progressively easy.

It has taken atsunami to bring the coastal areas and rural coastal communities
- the country’s tail-end ecosystem and its marginalised people - into sustained
mainstream attention. In normal times, there has rarely been so much coverage
of fisher folk, other coastal poor and their problemsin the media. Theterrifying
images of death and devastation aong the narrow two-kilometre swathe of our
southern coagtline have left alasting impression on civil society. It aso brought
to public attention the wide range of economic activity that has moved towards
the coast. The debate on how to protect coastal lives and coastal ecosystems
is now widespread.

Therearefour features of the coasta area ecosystemn which makesit aparticularly
sensitive eco-zone. Firgt, it isan “interface zone” where land meetsthe sea. It
istherefore dynamic and non-gtatic in its geo-physica and chemica parameters.
Secondly, it hasthe highest primary productivity on the planet. Thirdly, it-isthe
tail-end ecosystem and consequently receives all the negative externaities of
terrestrid pollution. Fourthly, it iswhere the human population density is highest
and is also home to severa socialy isolated and disadvantaged communities
such asfisher folk.

Where once only isolated marine fishing communities existed, we now have a
wide array of economic activity. These include five-star hotels, nuclear power
plants, pilgrimage centres, coastal highways, aquaculture farms, shipbreaking
yards, large chemical industry units, refinery units, sea cargo terminas, luxury
residentia colonies, fishing harbours, missile launching facilities and amusement
parks. Many of these have entered the coast over the last two decades.

However with this expansion the original inhabitants are rarely taken into
confidence. The rights of the original settlers have often been ridden over
roughshod. The freedoms that they once enjoyed have been curbed and they
have become the recipients of all the negative externalities of these new
development activities - air and sea pollution, nuclear radiation, invasion of their
cultural rights, to name but a few. Rarely have they been given adequate
compensation for loss of their occupation, dignity, land and cultural rights.
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The post-tsunami disaster vulnerability reduction measures (the relief and
rehabilitation) - including those provided by the state, are neither a* pure public
good” nor a*“pure private good.” These measures often lie in the intermediate
terrain between the two. A tsunami early warning system is near the public end
and the quake and tsunami resistant homes near the private end. Other measures
like community facilities are somewherein between. It is, therefore, not just the
guantum of disaster vulnerability reduction measures but to whom they are
provided, that matters most. We need to encourage public policies, which give
priority to risk mitigation of those who are less able to acquire it privately
because they are poor and dispossessed. Sustainable development of the coastal
tract and greater entitlements and capabilities for the poor can be ensured only
with a new structure of rights to an ecosystem which covers both land
and sea.

Coastal environments constitute a critical national and global resource
that suffers widespread degradation due to human impact. The importance of
the coast can be gauged more precisaly if we look at its place in the overall
classifications of the physical divisions and relief features of the Earth. The
principa divisonsof the Earth are air, water and land. We recognise these more
technically as atmosphere, hydrosphere and lithosphere.

Coadt isthe meeting ground of the two. Hence coasts are subjected to
geologica actions of air, water and al the landward processes including human
actions. They are endowed with rich renewable resources, accessibility and a
communication network. This provides an ideal situation for infrastructure
development and economic activities, attracting more people into the coastal
domain. Today, 50 percent of the world's population (about 3.2 billion) lives
along the coastline, spread over 80 percent of the world's 218 sovereign states.
In the US, over 80 percent of people live within 50 miles of the coast, while
in Indiaover 250 million people live within 50 km from the coast. But coasts
are also subjected to theill-effects of dl human activities on land and are prone
to the fury of Nature from air, sea and land.

Recent years have witnessed large-scale destruction along the coasts in
India due to cyclonic storms, floods, erosion and tidal inundation in the low-
lying areas of the western and eastern coasts and the Andaman Islands. The
importance of coasts in India — their human and resource potential and
vulnerability to natura hazards— has been understood after the huge damage
to life, property and habitat as a result of the December 26, 2004 tsunami in
the Indian Ocean.

Indiaisamaor sea-front nation with amainland coastline of 5,422 km
and idand coastline of 2,094 km, extending from Kachchh in the west to West
Bengal in the east.

Unlike the remarkably straight western coast, the eastern coast and the
continental shelf bordering it areirregular because of their comparative antiquity
in relation to the western coast. The western coast has narrow plains, whereas
the eastern coast and the coast in Gujarat have wider plains with subdued
topography, large marshes, mudflats etc.
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Coastal geomorphic features do regulate the vulnerability of the coasts
due to storm surges, tidal and wave impacts and resource availability. This has
been proved in the extreme case of tsunami waves. It istherefore recommended
that setback lines (lines beyond which natura hazard impact will be minima or
