In Science, Practical Examination ig of 40 marks having two components — 20 marks for School based
Practical Exarnination and 20 marks for Practical Skill based External Examination, In Social Science and Mathematics 20 marks are
earmarked for School based assessment in each subject. To qualify in a subject, a candidate must obtain minimum of grade D.
